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What Are Constables?

• Constables are defined as an elected or appointed individual who is 
responsible for keeping the peace with his/her county

• Under Alabama state law, they have jurisdiction throughout their 
assigned county and state.

• According to the Alabama Constable 
Association, they are one of the only two 
remaining elected peace officers

• Qualifications to become a constable include 
the following:

- Must be morally and ethically sound

-  Be a citizen of the county and live within the 
precinct you are running in

- NO warrants

- NO criminal record 

- Must be 21 years of age and eligible to carry 
a firearm.

• There are over 17 counties in Alabama where 
Constables can be recognized and elected as 
Constables



Roles of a Constable

• When the Circuit Clerk receives legal paperwork (Complaints, 
Summons, Subpoenas, Unlawful Detainers, etc.) the legal papers are 
assigned to Constables.

• Constable services are based on what their assigned district is. They 
are responsible for serving the legal papers to the individuals or 
businesses listed in the legal document.  

• Once service has been completed (executed), the paperwork is 
returned to the Circuit Clerk’s office to be filed along with the court 
documents.
